Approximatcly
50% of thesc lottors were immediatcly referred to L... groups for porsonal co-
opcration, but the balance werc so located as to make it virtually impossible to
arrangce personal contact, thereforce it was neeessary to lend cncouragenent ang as-
sistancc by mail, WMany of thesc faceticusly called t"mail order prospecects! arec
moking the grade remarkably well, some of them successfully viorking with others
in their own particular localitics,

Corrcspondence is also maintained with cach of the 116 groups on the attached
list - 62 White Star Groups, 24 Red Star Groups, and 30 Green Star, Somotimes a
grcat many lottars arc cxchanged, sometimes only a foeu, all depending upon the
nced and dcsirc of the particular group or individual.

All inguiries roceived arc kept in such order that it is a comparatively
simple proccdurc to get together @ list of intcrested people in one vieinity for
any h.i. nombor who travels and wishes to continue 4.4, Work on route. Thore are
now scveral such men who havoe accomplished sore amezing reosults along thesc lines,
beceause it somotincs takes only a littlc understanding fricndship, an opportunity
to %alk with somecono clsc who las "gone.ihrough tho nill", to get a fellow started
on the right track - particularly when hce Ims read the litcratuwre and has sone
idca of what A.A. is all about.
